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Parking

There are 178 assigned parking spaces and 8 visitor spaces.  Each townhome has two assigned spaces.  Assigned spaces are to be used by residents with the corresponding townhome number.  Visitor spaces are to be used by visitors only.

A Resident is defined as follows:

1. Anyone that owns or rents all or part of a town home.

2. An extended length visitor stays two or more weeks.

A Visitor is defined as a guest whom visits for a brief period of time (less than two weeks).

Commercial vehicles are not allowed to use visitor parking; this includes cabs and work style vans.

After many discussions, the board agreed that any vehicle staying in a visitor space more than 72 hours will be towed at the expense of the owner.  Residents are responsible for ensuring their visitors know the rules of parking.  Commercial vehicles found in visitor parking will be towed at the owner’s expense and without warning.  Only members of the Board are authorized to have vehicles towed from visitor parking.  If a resident has a commercial vehicle, they can only park them in their assigned spaces.  If a home has more than two vehicles, the additional vehicles will need to be parked on the street.

The Board also agreed on having vehicles removed if the tags or inspections are expired.  These vehicles will be removed starting on the 15th day of the month.  These vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense.

Residents can have vehicles towed from their assigned spaces.

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Leaf Removal

The wind just blows them up back up into your yard or your neighbor’s yard.  Many children are very tempted to jump into piles of leaves so raking piles into the street could pose a safety threat.
