Homeowners Notice/Reminders


Rule Violations that will result in fines. 
If fines are not paid by the next membership dues date, membership in Sheffield HOA will be terminated and parking privileges will be revoked.

Violations include but are not limited to:

1. Placing trash out for pickup in plastic bags.  Trash bags must be put in a covered container.

2. Failing to label trash containers with the property address number.  AAA allows their trash containers to be marked with the homeowners address number.

3. Failing to remove personal items and debris from the front of homeowner’s property.  Benches are not allowed in front yards.  Lawn debris in bags is not allowed to be left in front yards.

4. Failing to clear the common area walkway in front or side of homeowner’s property.  This includes snow.  End unit homeowners have the additional responsibility of clearing a pathway thru the common area walkway between the two properties. 

5. Failing to keep exterior of property in good repair.  This includes excessive grass or vegetation growth.
6. Installing a fence in the front of the property.

7. Visitor parking violation.  This includes parking in a manner that makes a visitor spot unusable such as tires crossing the line.
8. Animal control violation.

9. Placing trash or yard debris in common areas.  This includes sweeping trash, leaves, etc into common areas (i.e. street).

Architectural Control

Any changes, upgrades, modifications and/or replacements to the exterior of a property that is not exactly like the original, must be submitted to Architectural Control for review and approval.  This includes but is not limited to:

1. Colors

2. Decks

3. Rear Fences

4. Siding

5. Roofs

6. Permanent Sheds

_______________________________________
Personal items are never to be left in the common area of the community.  This includes but is not limited to:

1. Fences are not allowed to extend into the common area - including electric fences

2. Toys, furniture, items not belonging to Sheffield HOA.

3. Pet waste

4. Trash – loose trash, bags of trash or trash containers

Vehicles without valid registration tags and/or inspection stickers will be towed from the community starting on the 10th of the month.

Visitor parking spaces are for visitors/guests.  Homeowners, renters or residents of a unit are not to utilize these spaces. Visitor/guest is defined as a short term resident of a unit for 14 days or less. Any guest or visitor who remains at a unit for longer than 14 days is considered a resident of that unit.
