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HOA Repairs
According to Fox 5 News, the amount of snow this year broke a 100 year old record.  Our budget allows $1,300.00 per year for snow removal.  From December to February, we have spent almost $8,000.00 for the plows, road treatments and the much needed bobcats.  At $300 per hour, the cost of the bobcats was higher than expected.  Please be advised that vendors contracted by the HOA are for HOA/common areas only.  Requesting these vendors  to take care of any homeowner’s area adds on to the overall cost of the HOA contract.   We are faced with significantly increasing the quarterly assessments to cover all expenses.  
We lost many trees in these storms.  Our current $15,000.00 lawn maintenance budget does not allow for this many tree removals.  Trees that were falling into the street were our first concern and have been removed.  The other trees will be removed as soon we finalize the cleanup plan.  To keep the overall HOA costs down, we ask for anyone that has a chainsaw please assist in cutting the trees up.  Homeowners that have a fireplace are welcome to take the wood.  When we are able to plant in those areas, bushes that do not exceed four feet high will be placed there.    These bushes and ground cover will prevent soil erosion.  We will be looking for volunteers to assist with these plantings.
As the snow melts, please assist with cleanup.  The membership does have a wood chipper that we will coordinate use of.  The wood chips can be used as decorative ground cover.  More news to come on the cleanup plans.
Sidewalks
Fairfax County does not require a homeowner or renter keep the sidewalks in front of or around their homes clear of debris.  However, the Board does require each home to keep the sidewalks in front of and around their homes clear of all debris.  The debris includes snow, ice, acorns, leaves or any item that nature brings upon us.  Do not sweep or shovel these items into the streets.  
***At no time should any part of a vehicle cover the sidewalk.  Bummers coming over sidewalk make passing difficult especially when pulling trash cans to the front.
Cleanup

As the snow melts, we are seeing a higher than normal amount of trash.  Parents please be mindful of reminding your children to properly dispose of waste.  For anyone that smokes in the front of their homes, please dispose of tobacco products (matches, cigarette butts, etc) in proper containers.  Sidewalks and streets are not considered proper areas to throw these items.  The same rule applies for beverage containers.
Parking

As a reminder, visitor parking is for visitors only.  Each home is assigned two spaces.  If you have more than two vehicles in your household, you need to park on the street.  The vehicle will be towed at the owner’s expense and the homeowner fined.  The Board also voted that a family member or friend that is in your home more than two weeks is no longer considered a visitor with regards to parking.  If they are in your home daily, they are no longer considered a visitor.

The Board also voted that commercial vehicles cannot be parked in a visitor space after 5 pm or on weekends.  It is recognized that during the day those vehicles are there for maintenance.  Commercial vehicles will be towed.  Taxi cabs are considered commercial vehicles.  Trucks or vans that are considered “maxi” (over 18 feet) cannot be parked in any space within our community.  A person is not able to see around these vehicles so pose a safety threat. The same rule applies to vehicles with multiple ladders attached.  These vehicles may be parked in front of a residence only while performing maintenance.  Commercial vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense.  If you have a delivery, please be respectful of your neighbor’s parking.
HOA Fines
The Board agreed payment of fines will be treated in the same manner as payment of HOA dues.  If the fines are not paid, parking privileges will be revoked.
