Fireworks in Fairfax County
Permissible fireworks are defined by the Fire Prevention Code as any sparklers, fountains, Pharaoh's serpents, caps for pistols, or pinwheels commonly known as whirligigs or spinning jennies. The use of consumer 1.4G permissible fireworks not approved by the Fairfax County Fire Marshal is prohibited in Fairfax County and the towns of Clifton, Herndon, and Vienna. 

The Fairfax County Fire Marshal determines the acceptability of permissible fireworks through an annual evaluation and review process. Permissible fireworks (i.e., Consumer Fireworks, Division 1.4G) that meet the American Fireworks Standards Laboratory (AFSL) acceptable criteria during the evaluation and review process are listed in the Approved Permissible Fireworks List and are permitted to be sold from June 1 through July 15 at fixed locations approved by the County Fire Marshal. 

Permissible fireworks, and the use of such fireworks, shall comply with the following: 
Shall be approved by the Fairfax County Fire Marshal 

Shall not explode. 

Shall not move or perform as a projectile. 

Shall not emit flame or sparks to a distance greater than 5 meters (16.4 feet). 

Shall not be thrown or placed on any surface or article where it can cause an unwanted fire. 

Shall not be sold to persons under the age of 18 unless the person is accompanied by a parent or legal guardian. 

Shall not be used or ignited inside, under, or within 50 feet from any structure.  **Please be advised that the middle of the street is approximately 50 feet from our front doors.**

Anyone participating in firework festivities is expected to clean up after their fun is over.  Routine neighborhood cleanup is not responsible for taking care of this.  Non compliance will result in fines.

Yard Debris

It is that time of year again, grass and hedge and other miscellaneous clippings that need to be disposed of on a regular basis.  Please place these items in clear bags for a weekly Wednesday pickup.  Do not dispose of these items in any of the common areas within the HOA or SRA (Sheffield Recreation Association).  Disposing of them in common areas block the natural flow of water.
Recycle Cans (not bins!) are coming

AAA Recycling and Trash Removal Services is very excited to introduce Recycle Bank (www.recyclebank.com) into the Northern Virginia area, a loyalty and rewards program that motivates households to recycle. Each resident will receive a green 64-gallon wheeled cart, which is equipped with a barcode and radio frequency identification (RFID) chip mounted on the body.  AAA plans to begin delivering these cans starting mid July.
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Single Stream Recycling     
Single stream recycling allows all the acceptable recycle materials to be mixed together in one collection container at the curb.  The commingled recycling is then hauled away as single stream recycling.  The recycling materials are then sorted by the type of recyclables at the recycling centers.  Currently AAA provides curbside recycling collection for all plastics #1-7, cans, glass bottles and jars, and mixed paper.
